Much of the wooded shoreline is covered with

boulders. No fish were taken during the original
survey. Although the pond is shallow, water
quality is suitable for brook trout, which will
be stocked to maintain a fishery.

Hurricane Pond is accessible from a gravel
road off the Gold Brook (Beaudry) Road.
