Professional Development Scholarship

Professional development funding is available through DOE to award to adult education instructors, counselors and/or coordinators who wish to attend a national conference or take a course in order to advance their knowledge base in some area directly related to their job.  The purpose of this scholarship is to support practitioners in their current roles so that they may attend professional development events that are either out-of-state OR events that are not offered through DOE.  Examples of eligible events are national conferences, on-line courses, regional conference of a national organization, university or college courses, conferences offered in other states.

A total of $5000.00 will be disbursed in FY 10 and applicants may request any amount of money up to $1000.00.   Payment to the program will be remitted following the completion of the professional development event and upon receipt of required documentation as outlined below.

Criteria:

· A completed application must be received no later than 3 pm on Friday, December 11, 2009.  Applicants will be notified within one week; late applications and incomplete applications will not be considered eligible.

· The budget must include a 25% match of the scholarship amount from the program(s) that employ the applicant.

· Each scholarship recipient will share at least one aspect of his/her key learnings.  This may be done by presenting a workshop at the annual MAEA conference, a regional alliance session, a Directors’ Meeting, a specialty conference (corrections, family literacy, college transitions) or through the use of technology (e.g. ATM, webcast) or by providing a written summary of key learnings and how they have been implemented into practice to be posted on the DOE website.  This demonstration of learning should be completed by December 10, 2010.

· Priority will be given to practitioners who have not received a professional development scholarship in the last three years and/or have never attended a national conference.

Scholarship recipients will receive the full amount of the scholarship awarded once documentation has been submitted that indicates the recipient attended the conference or completed the course satisfactorily.  An invoice must be submitted to DOE within 30 days of completion of the professional development event.
