Important Dates and Information for Your Research Paper 
Your research paper must have a title page, outline, at least four and no more than five pages of text, and a works cited page all formatted in MLA style. You need to use at least four sources one of which must be a book. You can use the online databases on MARVEL, personal interviews, newspapers, and magazine articles, but you cannot use any internet sources. When you hand in the final version of your paper, you need to include evidence of your research as well as all previous versions of your paper. 

1. Tuesday, October 11: Steps 1, 2, and 3 on your research paper proposal.
2. Monday, October 17: Steps 4, 5, and 6 on your research paper proposal. 
3. Monday, October 31: Rough/first draft of your introductory paragraph and outline are due. I’ll meet with each of you to make sure you are on the right track. [Must be typed with your edits handwritten.]
4. Monday, November 14: First/rough draft of the paper is due including your title page and outline. [Must be typed with your edits handwritten.] 
5. Monday, November 21: I will meet with each of you individually during class go over your paper.

6. Monday, November 28: Second rough draft including title page, outline, and works cited page is due. This should be very close to a final version. [At this point, you can make your corrections electronically and not have handwritten edits.]
7. Monday, December 12: Final draft is due. Please provide all previous drafts when you hand in your final draft as well as your index cards and/or notes of the sources you looked at for your paper. Failure to do so will result in a lower grade.
NOTES:

· Each time you hand something in to me, you need to keep a copy for yourself so you can continue to work on your paper.

· Keep all versions of your paper in Google Docs so you’ll always have access to it. We will have some time in class to work on your paper, so it is important that you always have access to it.

· Until your paper is completed, please bring any notes, books, etc. for your paper with you to class each week.
