Transition from Part C Early Intervention to Part B 619 Special Education 

As outlined in the May 8, 2009 letter from the CDS State IEU, the Child Development Services sites were required to complete a focused monitoring on compliance with the requirements of Indicator C8, Transition from Part C Early Intervention to Part B 619 Special Education, of the Annual Performance Report (APR). 

The sites were provided a list generated by the CDS State IEU of 20% of the site’s Part C program based on a random sampling. The list included children who turned three between July 1, 2008 and June 30, 2009 that may have been eligible for transition services.
The sites were to monitor compliance in the following areas:

1. The IFSP includes documented transition steps and services for the child and family (Indicator C8A)

2. A Transition Conference was held to determine eligibility for Part B services (Indicator C8C)

3. The Transition Conference was held at least 90 days, but no sooner than 9 months, before the child’s 3rd birthday (Indicator C8C)

4. If the child was found eligible for Part B services, was the IEP developed as of the 3rd birthday (Indicator B12)

The Site Child Development Services site submitted the requested data in a timely manner.
The sites were required to submit a focused monitoring in June of 2008 and the data was reported in the FFY2007 APR. The focused monitoring completed in June of 2009 will be reported in the FFY2008 APR in February 2010.
The following chart compares FFY2007 compliance with the results of the June 2009 focused monitoring and will be reported in the FFY2008 APR in February 2010.

The site is in 100% in the following areas: 

1. IFSP includes documentation of transition steps and services for children and families receiving Part C service.s

2. Conducting a transition conference for children transitioning from Part C to Part B but failed to hold the meetings within the required timeline.
3. Developing an IEP by the child’s third birthday if the child was found eligible for Part B services.
The Site CDS site has not corrected the findings of non-compliance identified in FF 2007 for Indicator C8. The site remains out of compliance in the following area:

1. Transition Conference held at least 90 days, but no sooner than 9 months before, the child’s third birthday.
The site has maintained its level of compliance identified in FFY2007 but has not made any progress towards the required 100% compliance rate in this area.
The site must submit a plan in writing, no later than July 30, 2009, to the CDS State IEU on how it plans to track and supervise the requirements of Transition from Part C Early Intervention Services to Part B 619 Special Education Services and bring the site into100% compliance.
The site will be advised by the CDS State IEU of available technical assistance and possible conditions placed upon its Part C funds through the General Supervision System by September 15, 2009.
