GENERAL:

Q1.
How do you keep fonts from changing on the forms?

A.  Please check with the SAU’s technology experts.
Q2.
Is the MUSER going to be translated into other languages?

A. No, however the required state forms will be translated into Acholi (spoken in the Sudan), Arabic, Cambodian/Khmer, traditional Chinese, Nuer (spoken in the Sudan), Somali, and Latin-American Spanish.
Q3.
May a Downs Syndrome child obtain CDS Part C services without MaineCare?

A. Children who are eligible for Part C services must receive the early intervention services contained in the IFSP regardless of whether they are eligible for MaineCare.
Please see MUSER § XVIII.1.G.(3)(a)-(b).

Q4.
When you create an amendment, does that change the date of an annual review?
A. No, an amendment does not change the date of the annual review.
Q5.
Is there an academic state standard for high school graduation? {i.e., what is 
expected for college entrance?}
A. Please see 20-A MRSA §4722 and §6209.
Q6.
When you have a transfer IEP, do you only need to have a meeting if there will be an amendment?

A. MUSER Section IX.3.B(5)(a) states that FAPE must be provided to the child, “(including services comparable to those described in the IEP from the previous school) until the new SAU either adopts the child’s IEP from the previous SAU, or develops, adopts, and implements a new IEP …”  
Q7.
May a “non-invited” regular education teacher or PT or OT attend the IEP meeting?  If so, do we need to not only document that somewhere but also give the reason for the person’s attendance?

A.
Persons in addition to the necessary members of the team must be invited at the discretion of the SAU or parents, so one or the other must invite them or approve of their attendance and list their names in the AWN.  Failure to list an IEP Team meeting attendee on the AWN might allow a parent to veto that person’s attendance 
Q8.
A question about the form allowing the SAU to invite a representative from an outside agency: May we obtain verbal consent from the parent and sign the form at the IEP? 
These aren’t coming back or are coming back too late to effectively schedule the outside agent.

A. DOE put on its website a model (not required) form for this purpose. The SAU may accomplish this purpose in the way it sees fit to follow the MUSER VI.2.C(3)(e).
Q9.
Can we e-mail parent the special education documents. {Notices, IEP’s, written notices, procedural safeguards, etc.}?
A. Please refer to MUSER Appendix 1 “Electronic Mail”.  It states, “If your SAU offers parents the choice of receiving documents by e-mail, [the parent] may choose to receive the following by e-mail:

1. Prior written notice;

2. Procedural safeguards notice; and
3. Notices related to a due process hearing request.”

Q10.
Will the state be going to a statewide forms case management program? {i.e. ,
CASE-e as it adopts Infinite Campus?} There are issues in our district with 
technology when forms change which frustrates staff.

A. The DOE is planning to utilize Infinite Campus in the near future.  DOE is planning for Infinite Campus to include special education data.
Q11.  When a classroom observation is performed and written up as a separate report, must the report of that observation be written in the format described at MUSER § V.4.C, “Standardized Reports for Evaluation of Children 3 to 20”?

       A.  No, the results of a classroom observation do not need to be reported in the format described at MUSER § V.4.C. However, each evaluation report must include a component of an observation in the learning environment.
