WRITTEN NOTICE:

Q1.
 If you meet and don’t make any changes or discuss an evaluation or reevaluation – do you need to use this form?

A.  No.  Please see MUSER Appendix 1, “Written Notice 34 CFR §300.503”. 
Q2.
Can I check more than 1 box?  After team determines that the child is “Not Eligible” after 
initial referral – which box? Initial referral? Because refused?  Evaluation/Re-Evaluation; when referring for an evaluation?  After considering an evaluation?

A.  Yes, more than one box may be checked.

Q3.
What is suggested for “effective date” and/or date services are expected to start on 
#1 of the WN?

A.
The effective date and/or date services are expected to start must be at least 7 days  after the WN is sent to parents.

Q4.
Do you state services will start the same date of “effective date” of IEP, knowing 
that it may be another week before schedules can be finished and services actually 
start? 

A.  State the date on which the services will begin.

Q5. 
If we write that the team & parents agree services start immediately, but we know 
it may take a week to finalize schedules for services to start, which date do you 
put?

A.  State the date on which the services will begin.

Q6.
Waiver of 7 days on WN, 7 calendar days? or 7 school days? (Does 7 mean 10 
days)?

A.  Calendar days.  The SAU must consider the time it will take the notice to arrive to the parents.

Q7.
Is it possible to use the WN without having an IEP meeting to select evaluation 
tools to be used (as long as parents are involved)?
A.  There is no requirement to convene an IEP team meeting to select evaluation tools, but WN about the decisions regarding evaluation tools must be sent to the parents.
