On May 3, 1999, Maine Public Service Company (MPS) filed a proposed request for bids package (RFB package) in accordance with Chapter 307 of the Commission’s rules.  The purpose of the RFB package is to solicit proposals for MPS’s entitlement to capacity and energy from the Wheelabrator-Sherman Energy Company facility, located in Sherman, Maine, for the period March 1, 2000 through February 28, 2002.  Pursuant to 35-A M.R.S.A. § 3204(4), MPS must sell the entitlement to capacity and energy from any generating asset it does not divest.  Wheelabrator-Sherman is MPS’s only such asset.  


By letter dated May 27, 1999, the Commission’s Acting Director of Technical Analysis sent a letter to MPS that identified certain issues raised by the proposed RFB package.  Discussions between the Staff and MPS occurred thereafter on these issues.  On June 29, 1999, MPS submitted a revised RFB package that modified and supplemented the original filing in response to the issues Staff raised.


Section (6)(B)(3) of Chapter 307 delegates the Commission’s approval authority for a utility’s proposed RFB package to the Director of Technical Analysis.  I have reviewed MPS’s revised RFB package as filed on June 29, 1999.  I find that it conforms with the requirements of Chapter 307.


Accordingly, it is

O R D E R E D


Maine Public Service Company’s proposed RFB package, as filed on June 29, 1999, is approved.
