On September 3, 2004, Central Maine Power Company (CMP) filed for approval, pursuant to 35-A M.R.S.A. § 3204(4) and Section 6(B)(3) of Chapter 307 of the Commission’s Rules, a Request for Bids (RFB) package whereby CMP will sell its rights to capacity and energy from its undivested generation assets and generation-related business.
  BHE also requested, pursuant to Section 11 of Chapter 307, waivers of certain requirements of Chapter 307.

The Commission Staff reviewed CMP’s package and met with CMP representatives to discuss the terms of the RFB package.  At that meeting, the Commission Staff suggested several revisions.  On September 28, 2004, CMP filed a revised RFB package, incorporating the Staff’s suggested changes.

I have reviewed CMP’s revised RFB package, as well as CMP’s request for waivers from Chapter 307 requirements.  As noted, CMP has incorporated all changes suggested by the Commission Staff.  CMP’s waiver requests are necessitated due to changes the operation of the wholesale market system by the ISO-NE, the nature of some of the undivested generation assets, or to make CMP’s bid process compatible to the Commission’s standard offer bid process initiated this same day.  Therefore, I approve CMP’s RFB package submitted on September 28, 2004, and grant all waivers of Chapter 307 necessary for CMP to issue its RFB and conduct the bidding process in accordance with that RFB.
