On October 10, 2008, Central Maine Power Company (CMP) filed for approval, pursuant to 35-A M.R.S.A. § 3204(4) and Section 6(B)(3) of Chapter 307 of the Commission’s Rules, a Request for Bids (RFB) package whereby CMP will sell it’s entitlements in the Purchase Power Agreements (PPAs) with a number of generation sources, namely four hydroelectric PPAs, one nuclear power PPA and three PPAs involving so-called “system” contracts.
As the current sale of these entitlements expire on February 28, 2009, CMP’s RFB proposes to seek bids for the sale of the entitlements for one, two and three years beginning on March 1, 2009.  CMP’s RFB process will be conducted concurrently with the Commission’s standard offer bid process to allow standard offer bids to be linked to the purchase of CMP’s entitlements.  The Commission will also seek standard offer bids for terms of one, two and three years.  
Prior to its filing, the Commission Staff reviewed CMP’s draft RFB.  CMP’s filed-RFB package incorporates all of Staff’s suggested changes to CMP’s draft version.

Upon review, I find CMP’s RFB package to be reasonable.  As filed, CMP’s RFB package, including the bid procedure established therein, requires certain waivers of Chapter 307.  Therefore, I approve CMP’s RFB package and any waivers of Chapter 307 that are required for CMP to issue its RFB package.
