2001 Updated Manure Utilization Guidelines

The Maine Department of Agriculture, Food and Rural Resources has adopted the updated Manure Utilization Guidelines on November 1, 2001.  These guidelines replace the Maine Guidelines for Manure and Manure Sludge Disposal on Land, July 1972, published by the Life Sciences and Agriculture Experiment Station, University of Maine Cooperative Extension Service and the Maine Soil and Water Conservation Commission.

The 2001 Guidelines were reviewed for accuracy and content by over fifty (50) Organizations and Agencies throughout the State.  The 2001 Manure Utilization Guidelines are consistent with the Nutrient Management Law 7 MRSA Chapter 747 and the Nutrient Management Rules chapter 565.  This new Law, effective since 1998, dictates how agricultural nutrients have to be managed in Maine.
