Recent legislation allows Pharmacists to give immunizations 

Participating Pharmacist: Flu shots can be administered by pharmacists who meet additional regulatory and credentialing requirements.  Anthem uses the Express Scripts, Inc. (ESI) network of pharmacies, and many of those pharmacies have pharmacists on staff who are credentialed to give flu shots.  Members can confirm if a pharmacist is credentialed by asking if the pharmacist will bill Anthem at their pharmacy for the flu immunization.  Flu shots administered by a credentialed participating pharmacist and put through their pharmacy system will apply a $zero copay at the pharmacy.  Flu shots administered by a Participating Pharmacist will automatically have a zero copay for State members as part of Health Care Reform. 

Non-participating/ Out of Network Pharmacy:  Member pays the pharmacy their charge and submits a medical claim form (attached) for reimbursement.  The total charge will be reimbursed.

Nursing Agency Clinic – covered at 100%, no copay

Nursing agencies may set up a flu immunization clinic in a supermarket or other public area. Medical claims will be submitted by the nursing agency. The immunization is covered at 100%.

Physician’s Office

The immunization is covered at 100%.  Please Note: the Physician’s office may charge for other services provided to a member that may be subject to an office visit copayment or other cost share, like evaluations for example.
