The selected general contractor will be required to furnish a 100% contract performance bond and a 100% contract payment bond to cover the execution of the work which shall be in conformity with the form of bonds contained in Section 2-C of the specifications and for the contract amount.


Subcontractors submitting proposals to general contractors for work listed on general contractor's proposal form (2B-1) and the notice to contractor's form (2-A), are required to send or deliver a copy of their proposals to the Maine Construction Bid Depository, Whitten Road (P.O.Box N), Augusta, Maine 04330, and to be considered valid, must be received in the bid depository on or before 2:00 PM   on January 6, 2010.

In accordance with the instructions to bidders, section 1-A, and the general conditions and regulations of the Maine Construction Bid Depository, on the form provided by the architect.
Subcontract proposals filed with the bid depository must be accompanied by a satisfactory bid bond, in conformity with the form of bond contained in section 2-D1, made out to the owner, for 5% of the subproposal amount, filed separately in the WHITE envelope.


The selected subcontractors, required to file their subproposals with the bid depository, will also be required to furnish the selected general contractor with a 100% performance bond and a 100% payment bond, for their portion of the work in conformance with the form of bonds contained in section 2-D2 and 2-D3.
