The Revenue Forecasting Committee (RFC) will be meeting in November. The RFC is required by statute to review and project General Fund, Highway Fund, Tobacco Settlement Fund and MaineCare dedicated revenues by December 1st of each year.  The RFC has already approved base revenue levels for fiscal years 2014-15 through 2016-17.  These amounts have been updated to include actions through the end of the Second Regular Session of the 126th Legislature.  Although the Committees primary focus is projecting the major revenue lines it must also project the "Other Revenue" lines and it requires your continued assistance in this endeavor.

Attached are two files, one for the General Fund and one for the Highway Fund.  These files contain the budgeted "baseline" revenues currently approved for fiscal years 2014-15 through 2016-17. They contain columns for proposed incremental revenue changes to the baseline revenues as well as columns for projecting revenue amounts for fiscal years 2017-18 and 2018-19.  Please update these spreadsheets for any proposed incremental revenue changes for fiscal years 2014-15 through 2016-17. These changes should not include any new proposed fine/fee or other revenue increases that require legislative action. Any such changes must be proposed as part of a separate initiative (i.e. I/A or C/A change package). 
In addition to entering the incremental changes and projected revenue amounts on the spreadsheets, you must also enter them in the Budget and Financial Management System (BFMS).  In the 2014-K01 version, enter the incremental change to fiscal year 2014-15 revenue amounts using change package K/A/9600.  In the 2016-A01 version, enter the baseline revenue amounts for the 2014-2015 biennium using change package B/A/9001.  Enter proposed incremental changes to the baseline revenue amounts (excluding any new proposed fine/fee or other revenue increases) using change package B/A/9002.  This information must be included as part of your budget submission that is due to this office no later than September 1, 2014.
Finally, for the incremental revenue changes proposed for fiscal years 2014-15 through 2016-17, you must also complete a revenue change explanation report that includes the reason / basis for the proposed change by account for each revenue line affected, using the template provided in the worksheet file.  Any proposed changes should be based on current law, therefore, you should not be including any revenue changes before the RFC that you are planning to propose as a separate legislative initiative.
