Identify Youth


	Common database- Explore YRBQ

Find data sets from agencies

Request DHHS (Child Welfare and Behavioral Health) and DOC 

“What are you collecting now on youth’s current educational and vocational status?” 

Find out what information is missing and what is common.

Results:

Child Welfare – Has education screen tracks current educational status, attending school, graduation status.  More fields will be added to meet the National Youth in Transition Database including: special ed status, missed grade levels and other specific information

Children’s Behavioral Health – Currently does not collect education status

Dept. of Corrections – Has education screen but is not always entered.  Collects school and grade level data.  Another screen collects “educational risk domains” – expulsions, suspensions, truancy, participation in school and student’s association with “delinquent friends”

Dept. of Education – Currently undertaking a longitudinal project gathering together all data repositories (found over 100 sources).  Looking to see how to combine or relate them into one comprehensive repository.

Common Findings across agencies – 

· Data input inconsistent – based on perceived need or use in each Agency

· Actual data requested varies within each agency 

· One agency doesn’t collect this data

· Databases across agencies are not compatible

· Reports are not timely and rarely used to improve practice

· Reliability of actual data collected is questionable

· Duplication of requested data exists across agencies

· Agencies have more than one data repository for collected information

· Regulations regarding sharing of information will impact integration of systems
