	In Maine, children who are four years old by Oct 15 of that school year are eligible.  It is a permissive program (not every school has to offer one) and voluntary on the part of family participation.  It must be an approved program, offered a minimum of 10 hours/week in order to qualify for EPS funds Some have HS partnerships and use those eligibility criteria.  Some schools don’t have full capacity and so have a lottery or first come first serve.
