Subject: Monthly Reporting of Your Spending (“Reporting of Actuals”)

At the October 1% BOC meeting, the Budget Focus Group stressed the importance
of receiving your actual FY10 expenditures on a monthly basis in a timely and consistent
fashion. This information is essential to understanding your FY10 corrections spending
versus your budget, to protecting your future funding, and to answering questions from

the Legislature.

We hope the following will be helpful to you in your “Reporting of Actuals”:

1.

The BOC would like this information provided by the 21* of the
following month. For example, August 2009 actuals would be due to
the BOC by September 21, 2009.

The information is to be presented in the COA (Chart of Accounts)
format; the Budget Focus Group has previously solicited input from
each county in the creation of the COA, so your financial folks should
be familiar with this format already.

The COA is a living document and can be amended if necessary
through a request to the Budget Focus Group to meet the needs of each
county.

This information does not need to be audited. This would be the same
unaudited information (“budget to actual variance analysis™) that is
reported monthly to your County Commissioners. If a subsequent audit
were to uncover adjustments or errors with the prior submission, the
BOC would need to be made aware of those adjustments (especially if
they are material in nature).
