He is a graduate of the University of Pittsburgh and Duquesne University. He is a member of the Virginia Community Criminal Justice Association, the Virginia Corrections Association, and the National Association of Drug Court Professionals. He serves on the Board of Directors of the International Community Corrections Association and has served as a Commissioner on the Commission for Accreditation of Corrections of the American Correctional Association. He has served on the Governor's Substance Abuse Services Council and serves on the State Drug Treatment Court Advisory Committee of the Virginia Supreme Court.
