Dr. VanNostrand is a Senior Consultant with Luminosity, Inc. and is a nationally recognized expert in pretrial services, risk assessment, and jail population management with an emphasis on the pretrial population.  Since April 2006, Dr. VanNostrand has been studying Maine’s Pretrial Service systems for the Committee under a cooperative agreement with the National Institute of Corrections.  In addition, she has been asked to provide the Committee information on how pretrial services are most effectively and efficiently provided in other areas of the U.S.

Judge Beaudin is a nationally recognized expert in bail and pretrial services.  He is a senior judge, on call, in the District of Columbia and is an active consultant in the U.S. and abroad in the areas of bail, pretrial services, and specialty courts.
