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IMPORTANT TAX INFORMATION
January  2016

As a current or former employee of the State of Maine, you may be receiving a new tax form, IRS Form 1095-C.  Form 1095-C contains information about your 2015 health insurance coverage.  

You will receive Form 1095-C if during 2015 you:
· worked an average of at least 30 hours per week during any month or
· were enrolled in the State of Maine’s health insurance plan as the primary subscriber
If these scenarios do not apply to you, you will not receive a Form 1095-C. 
Form 1095-C will be mailed on or about January 31st and sent directly to the home mailing address you have provided to your payroll department.
