STATE EMPLOYEE HEALTH COMMISSION
MEETING MINUTES

January 12, 2012

220 Capitol Street, Augusta

9:00 am

Commission members in attendance included: Brett Hoskins, Wanita Page, John Leavitt, Becky Greene, Jan Lachapelle, Lois Baxter, Freeman Wood, Tom Birmingham, and Frank Johnson. Commission members attending via conference call included: Joyce Oreskovich, Cheryl Moreau, Tom Hayden, Sam Teel, Jim Soucie, Michelle Probert, and Cecile Thompson. Members absent: Steve Moore, Will Towers, Terry James, Lew Miller, Karen O’Connor, and Kelly John.

Others present were: Jim Palizay, Liz Sampo, and Kris Ossenfort from Anthem, and Heather Sargent from Employee Health & Benefits.

Minutes: Carl Parker moved acceptance of the minutes of December 8, 2011. Wanita Page seconded the motion. Jim Palizay noted that the minutes should reflect that the complete financial reporting on the ESI data to Mercer is still is process. It may be more accurate to indicate that ESI’s financial reporting to Mercer is in the final steps. The motion to accept the minutes was unanimously approved.

Anthem Monthly Report: Jim Palizay reported that a walk-in clinic in Norway was recently added to the network and that Anthem will continue to announce new additions monthly. Jim Also reported that Anthem has engaged in a communication to members regarding Walgreen’s departure from the Express Scripts network. Anthem will continue to conduct out-bound calls to members who have used Walgreen’s in the past and may have 90-day scripts ready for refill.

Liz Sampo reported that the same communications outreach has been underway with Walgreen’s clients in the Medicare Advantage PPO plan. Liz further noted that Walgreen’s has been marketing a “savings club” to encourage customers to continue using their local pharmacies. Medicare participants are not eligible for this offering. Liz updated the SEHC on several CMS required communications.

Old Business: Frank reported that two proposals were received in response to the Actuary/Benefits Consultant Services RFP. Those bids were from Mercer and Employee Benefits Solutions. A review team of Lois, Wanita, John and Tom Birmingham was established to work with Frank on the evaluation of the proposals. Frank also reported that the due date for proposals in response to the Voluntary International Prescription Drug Program is February 2nd.

Frank presented the preferred hospital list effective February 1st. The Office of Employee Health & Benefits will announce the preferred hospital list on January 18th when the Maine Health Management Coalition updates it website posting. 
Frank provided updates on the implementation of the Advance Medical contract for complex clinical advocacy and StayWell for lifestyle and disease management services. In both cases there is the outstanding issue of how far to extend eligibility. It was recommended that in both instances eligibility be extended to the entire population: active employees, dependents, and retirees. Lois Baxter moved and Tom Birmingham seconded to extend the Advance Medical services to all plan participants. The motion was approved unanimously. Carl Parker moved and Lois seconded to extend the StayWell services to all plan participants. The motion was unanimously approved.

The SEHC agreed to the recommendation that the health credit for 2012 be established as completion of the StayWell health risk assessment for the individual employees eligible for the premium incentive.

New Business: Brett Hoskins moved and Joyce Oreskovich seconded a motion to got into brief executive session to discuss the appeal of the bid award for ASO and ACO services. Upon returning from the executive session Frank proposed increasing the monthly administrative fee effective July 1, 2012 in order to allow for additional resources necessary to fund the complex clinical advocacy and lifestyle management services. The SEHC requested that options to increase the administrative fee be submitted for the February meeting.
Other Business: Carl inquired if we were prepared to re-visit the imaging opportunities presented by Spectrum and Frank indicated that would be followed-up. Wanita reported a service problem she encountered over the holidays trying to find an open urgent care facility. Tanya reported that scheduling of approximately 35 health credit and 28 dependent audit appeals is in process. It is expected that the appeals will be scheduled beginning the week of January 23rd and extending through the week of February 6th.

Adjournment: A motion was offered to adjourn the meeting at 10:25 am and was unanimously accepted.
