Dear State of Maine Medicare Eligible Retiree:
Effective January 1, 2016 two important changes are coming to your Aetna Medicare Advantage with Prescription Drug Plan: 
1. Your monthly premium will be reduced by $6.79 (for those who pay a premium for themselves and/or their spouse)
2. The pharmacy copay amount for the 18 medications classified as “Select Care Generics” will be changing.  The copay will increase up to $1.50.  The other prescription copay amounts on the plan will remain unchanged.
