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Macroinvertebrate Sampling Report 2003





We have reviewed the “ Assessment of the Aquatic Life in Androscoggin River in the Jay, Otis, and Livermore Impoundments, 2003, submitted by Moody Mountain Environmental.

We concur that the macroinvertebrate communities at the Middle Jay ( Station 247 ), Lower Jay ( Station 263 ), Upper Otis ( Station 82 ),  Lower Otis ( Station 265 ), and Livermore (Station 244 ) met the  Class C aquatic life standard during the 2003 sampling period. In fact, the Middle Jay and Upper Otis impoundments met the Class B aquatic life standard.  

In general, Generic Richness, EPT taxa, and mayfly abundance increased as compared to the 2002 samples.  The improvement of the benthic community in 2003 may be due to the fact that in 2003 there were several flushes in the impoundments during the sampling period.  The first flush occurred in mid-June followed by two flushes in August.
