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1.      Issues of Concern: CSPA is concerned that DEP will need substantially more resources and technical expertise in order to conduct a true science-based review of priority chemicals and to assess relevant data.  Without proper technical expertise DEP’s selection of priority chemicals will likely be ad hoc and not based on a full understanding of the true risks that a chemical may pose to human health or the environment.
 
CSPA is also concerned that DEP will not provide reasonable “no significant risk level” limits when designating priority chemicals.  Since some chemicals - that could be considered priority chemicals - are naturally occurring and could exist in trace levels in some products, a determination must be made on a level below which manufacturers would not be subject to the requirements of the law.
