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I have studied, taught, and written about issues relating to toxics in children’s, household, and personal care products for seven years. I see “An Act to Protect Children and the Environment from Toxic Chemicals in Toys and Children’s Products” as exemplary public policy in this issue area. It employs the precautionary principle to replace with safer alternatives those chemicals that pose dangers to children and other vulnerable populations. 
In line with my endorsement of this policy approach, I strongly support the consensus comments of the Alliance for a Clean and Healthy Maine on the matters concerning “Stakeholder Issues of Concern,” and the draft “Protocol for Designating Priority Chemicals.”
