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The Maine Women’s Lobby is a statewide, nonprofit, nonpartisan, membership organization, founded in 1978 to improve the social, economic, and political status of Maine women and girls. Protecting women’s health is at the core of our mission. That’s why we support Maine’s Kids Safe Products law (“An Act to Protect Children and the Environment from Toxic Chemicals in Toys and Children’s Products”) and why we want to see it implemented to its fullest potential.

The complex interplay between toxics found in the home and women’s endocrine, reproductive, central nervous, and immune systems is only beginning to be understood, but the warning signs are clear. That’s why the Maine Women’s Lobby joins with other women’s health advocates in calling for comprehensive chemical policy reform. This reform must include identifying the most harmful chemicals and when affordable alternatives are available, replacing these chemicals, many of which are found in the products we and our children use every day.  

We strongly support the consensus comments of the Alliance for a Clean and Healthy Maine on the matters concerning “Stakeholder Issues of Concern” and the draft “Protocol for Designating Priority Chemicals.”
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
