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Waiver memo #6

December 3, 2008

To Family Centered Support and Shared Living Providers:


This memo is to clarify the changes that are about to  occur to certain Family Centered Support and Shared Living Providers who also currently bill ¼ hour per diem Home Supports  for additional staffing to support  individuals in your homes.


As you know, Developmental Services (DS) has been advised by the Program Integrity Unit that billing per diem Home Support as well as ¼ hour Home Support is viewed as duplication.  DS has been working with the Office of MaineCare Services to change the rules and rates to allow for additional staffing.  This must be done by creating new standardized per diem rates that include the costs of additional staffing in the home.


Every individual that you support who is authorized for ¼ hour Home Support  has likely already received a letter notifying them of the change in their services.  That letter was mailed on  December 1, 2008. 


In order to qualify for additional staffing support to your home you must provide DS with the following information by Dec 15th:

· The most recent person centered plan and any amendments; 

· If applicable: behavior plans; risk assessments; medical plans of care and any other clinical justifications

· DS will provide a tool for all Providers to complete when submitting this information. The tool will be available by Dec 5, 2008

· All materials must be submitted to the ISC (case manager) who will assure that the information is current.

· All information will be reviewed by one review team made up of regional and central office staff.

You should begin the process of gathering all the required information immediately. The tool that will be available on Dec 5th is a series of questions and check boxes that will summarize the supports provided in your home. 

A conference call is scheduled with the Regional Offices on Wednesday Dec 3rd to provide them with additional details.  Please contact them with your questions AFTER Wednesday, December 3rd.

These are very challenging times and DS will continue to communicate with you as we move through these changes.
