The Maine Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) is going to change the way it pays for some of the MaineCare services you now have. The place where you live will still be paid on a daily basis. The person you live with will still be paid.  But DHHS has decided that the extra staff that help you in your home cannot be paid on an hourly basis. DHHS will stop paying for extra staffing starting on January 1, 2009. That is 30 days from the date of this letter

            This decision is for all homes that are paid a daily rate, not just yours. You cannot appeal this decision because the same change is being made for all people in homes paid a daily rate.

            Call your case manager if you still need extra staff. They can work with you and your team to see if there’s another way to get what you need.
