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Waiver memo # 7

To All Interested Stakeholders:


Developmental Services has been working with the Office of Maine Care Services to develop emergency rules for the Section 21 Home and Community Based Waiver.  Because of the nature of the changes in the rules and some of the services affected, the new date for the enactment of the rules is January 1, 2009. 


The Resource Coordinators will now begin the work of adjusting all of the Summary of Services (SAS) to reflect: the 10% reduction in Home Support rates (T-2016 and T2017); the elimination of Behavioral add-ons; 10% reduction in medical add-ons effective January 1, 2009.  


When the review process for moving to the median is completed, the Resource Coordinators will complete new SAS to change any authorizations in staffing toward the median. All staffing authorizations will move to the median unless an application is made to the Department justifying the need for the additional staffing.  The Home Support Frequency Tool and instructions to apply for the staff above the median is attached to this e-mail.  In addition, the tool will be put on the website in a PDF format next week.  If you have any questions about the instructions, please contact the Team Leader in your local regional office or you can e-mail your questions to: OACPDS.DHHS@maine.gov.  All completed packets must be sent to the Team Leader by December 15, 2008.  If you are unable to complete the packet by December 15th, please contact the Team Leader in writing (e-mail is acceptable) before that date.


For Providers of Family Centered Support or Shared Living, rates will be adjusted on January 1, 2009.  For those homes that have additional staffing, applications and a modified Home Support Frequency Tool must be completed and submitted to the caseworker (ISC) by December 15, 2008.  The modified version of the  Home Support Frequency Tool for your services will be sent to you on Monday, December 8, 2008.  Please refer to the waiver memo # 6 to prepare the required documents to justify the additional staffing. .  If you are unable to complete the packet by December 15th, please contact the Team Leader in writing (e-mail is acceptable) before that date.
