:READ Record Layout
The first line of your data file needs to be your :READ card in the following format:
:READ XXXX99 EMC UseridPassword
The :READ must start column 1.  The XXXX represents your mnemonic assign by Valerie Howard.  The 99 is the sequence number from 01 to 99.  UseridPassword, must start in column 18, is the Userid and Password assign to you by Valerie Howard.

 DHS will store and track your data by the mnemonic and sequence number specified in the :READ card.  This method allows you to make multiple transmissions within a processing period without losing previously transmitted information.
You may also retransmit and replace a previously transmitted file if you need to make corrections to the data as determined by an exception report.  You would just send the file again with the same name and sequence number on the :READ card.
