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The Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Licensing and Regulatory
Services (“DLRS”) issues this Revised Procedural Order in the captioned matter pursuant to the
Hospital and Health Care Provider Cooperation Act, 22 M.R.S.A. §§ 1841, ef seq. (the “COPA
Act”) and the Hospital Cooperation Act Program Manual, 10 CMR 144, Chapter 500 (the “COPA
Manual”). The Department may issue supplemental Procedural Orders in this matter from time
to time as it deems necessary.

L. Public Hearing Background

On February 8, 2010, Maine Cardiology Associates, Cardiovascular Consultants of
Maine and Maine Medical Partners, Inc. (the “Parties”) filed an Application for a COPA. After
the Parties filed the Application, various parties requested intervenor status. In its Second
Procedural Order, DLRS granted intervenor status to Central Maine Medical Center, the Federal
Trade Commission, Mercy Hospital and Anthem Health Plans of Maine, Inc. The Attorney
General and Governor’s Office of Health Policy and Finance have also intervened in this matter.
Collectively these parties are referred to herein as Intervenors.

On February 9, 2010, the Attorney General requested that DLRS find that a public
hearing in the captioned matter is appropriate. Pursuant to 22 M.R.S.A. § 1844(4)(D)(1), DLRS

finds that a public hearing is appropriate and will hold the public hearing at Holiday Inn
