Beginning July 1st, 2009, the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention reinstated the Hib booster dose 

for children 12 through 15 months of age. 

However, the additional vaccine being made available is not sufficient to support an active recall of all children for

whom the booster dose has been deferred. 
As of July 1st, 2009 infants should receive their primary Hib vaccine series at ages 2, 4, and 6 months and a Hib 

booster at 12 to 15 months of age.
Older children for whom a Hib booster dose was deferred should receive their Hib booster dose at the next  
routinely scheduled visit or medical encounter.
Mass recall of children who require a Hib dose is not recommended at this time. We do not recommend using a 

manual or automated recall mechanism to actively contact patients.
