	Specimen Requirements:
	Oral Fluids : Contact HETL for Ora-Sure®HIV-1 Oral Specimen Collection Device

	Collection Instructions:
	Instruct patient to place the collection pad (oriented down) inside their mouth between the lower gum and check, gently rubbing the pad back and forth along the gum line until the pad is moist. Hold in place for a minimum of two minutes and a maximum of five minutes. Insert the pad into the Specimen Vial and push the pad all the way to the bottom of the vial.

	Specimen Handling and Transport:
	Store specimens at 4°C to 37°C  until ready for shipping. Specimens should be submitted to lab as soon as possible. For faster turn around time to obtain results, consider hand delivery to HETL.

	Results are available within 72 hours after arrival. An additional four days is necessary if a positive result is confirmed by Western Blot.
