MIHMS Project Update – Robin Chacon 
Robin Chacon gave an update on various aspects of the Maine Integrated Health Management Solution (MIHMS) project. 
· Testing is underway for the claims system.  

· Validation activity starts the week of July 19th.  

· Testing of data interfaces with partner agencies started the week of July 15th.  Partners include vendors such as APS, and DHHS agencies such as the Office of Elder Services. 

· COBA claims will start testing the week of July 26th.  

· Fourteen providers have begun testing the Direct Data Entry function. 

· Testing of hospital claims is underway. 

Progress on milestones: 

· 96% of MaineCare providers have enrolled in the MIHMS system. 

· 96 – 97% of the enrollment cases have been reviewed. 

· 79% of MaineCare providers have completed Trading Partner agreements. 

· 43% of providers are certified to submit electronic batch claims.  

· 25% of providers have responded and sent in forms for Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT).  Note: the group asked that MaineCare confirm receiving EFT forms and remind providers that they need to re-enroll in EFT.  Also, providers may need to be reminded that they will receive two EFTs while MIHMS and the current system are both processing claims.  

Other related items: 

· Rate changes for Private Non Medical Institutions (PNMIs) will happen when the MIHMS system starts processing claims.  The rates will be adjusted to achieve the cost savings target.  

· MIHMS on-line provider enrollment maintenance has had some errors.  These will be fixed so that providers can enter their enrollment changes on-line, and have these changes processed before claims begin paying.  
· Robin confirmed that the on-line provider maintenance function generates a letter to providers confirming any changes made.  

· Dates for de-commissioning the current claims system,  MeCMS, will be finalized when the new system’s start date is confirmed.  The group suggested letting MaineCare providers know about the de-commissioning plan, and how it will affect claims processing.  

· The group asked about 270/271 HIPAA Transaction testing during the pilot phase.  Robin is to confirm whether this will be part of pilot testing. 

Rule Status Update – Patty Dushuttle
Patty Dushuttle gave the group an overview of recent rule making activities.  See handout.

The group asked for information about whether the monthly “MIHMS Provider Forums” will continue.
