	Stefanie Nadeau reviewed the ICD-10 and 5010 initiatives with the group.  Timelines that are in progress are as follows.  
· By 1/1/12: Update X12 4010 electronic transaction standards to X12 5010 and NCPDP pharmacy transactions standards to D.0 / 1.2

· By 1/1/13: Implement Medicaid pharmacy subrogation transaction

· By 10/1/13: Migrate from using ICD-9 code set to ICD-10 code sets

	MIHMS Update / Known Issues
	Marshal Moseson reviewed the known issues list.  Mike Stair mentioned that not all issues on outlined on the list.  Marshall mentioned that we need to take this to the next level and we anticipate compiling a more comprehensive list.  Wendy Eastman mentioned that DME issues are not on the known issues list.  There is an issue with CPAP and BYPAP codes (A7030, A7039, & A7046) being denied for requiring a prior authorization.  This is a known issue as well and currently being worked on.
Marshall mentioned that a classification fix went in last week and corrected 50% of errors that had occurred during conversion.
