	DETAILED BASIS STATEMENT / SUMMARY: The Office of Substance Abuse is proposing to change the rules governing the controlled substances Prescription Monitoring Program (PMP). The current rules will be modified to reflect recent amendments to the PMP statute and a stipulation of a new federal grant that requires more frequent data submission by pharmacies. 

The key changes will improve timeliness of the data and expand access to the MaineCare Program Integrity Unit and the Office of the Chief Medical Examiner: 
· Section 5 - Data submission will change from twice monthly to weekly effective January 1, 2010. 

· Section 7.1 - Requests for information by patients will require date of birth criteria. 

· Section 7.2 - Requests for information by dispensers will be allowed by supervised pharmacy technicians and online requests will be explicitly allowed. 
· Section 7.3 - Requests for information by prescribers will be explicitly allowed online.  

· Section 7.4 - Requests for information by boards will also be allowed by "secure electronic transmission;" also removed is the requirement that OSA determine 'reasonable cause for request.' 
· Section 7.6 & 7.7 – These new sections allow requests for information by “units within the Department of Health and Human Services” responsible for administering the MaineCare program and by the Office of the Chief Medical Examiner, for cause of death determination. 
Other changes include clarifications and minor formatting changes.
