NOTICE OF EMERGENCY RULE-MAKING

BASIS STATEMENT

The Commissioner of the Maine Department of Marine Resources amends the emergency DMR
Chapter 95.07(N) Area No. 19-B, Middle New Meadows River (West Bath, Harpswell,
Phippsburg) amended on February 23, 2012. This amendment removes the closure in the area
north of Laurel Cove, Harpswell due to remediation of a heating oil spill, water quality meeting
approved standards and no indications of petroleum contamination in shellfish meats. All
existing pollution and red tide/psp closures remain in effect. As authorized by 12 M.R.S.
886172, 6192, 6193 & 6194 the Commissioner of Marine Resources adopts emergency
amendments to Chapter 95.07(N).

RULE TITLE AND SUBJECT: Chapter 95.07(N) Area No. 19-B, Middle New Meadows River
(West Bath, Harpswell, Phippsburg) amended on February 23, 2012, is amended as follows:

TITLE & TEXT OF RULE: DMR Chapter 95.07(N) Area No. 19-B, Middle New Meadows River
(West Bath, Harpswell, Phippsburg)

A. Effective immediately, because of pollution, it shall be unlawful to dig, take or possess any clams,
quahogs, oysters or mussels taken from the shores, flats and waters of the following areas:

1. Upper Dam Cove (West Bath): north of a line starting at a red painted post located on the shore at
the end of Whistler's Cove Road and running due east to a red painted post on the eastern shore
of Dam Cove.

2. Brigham’s Cove (West Bath and Phippsburg): inside and north of a line beginning at a red painted
post on the western shore Brigham’s Cove (West Bath), then extending east to the southern most
point of land, at the end of Brigham’s Cove Road (West Bath), and then continuing northeast to a
red painted post on the eastern shore of Brigham’s Cove (Phippsburg).

3. The New Meadows River (Harpswell): inside and shoreward of a line beginning at the first point of
land southeast of Wallace Shore Road, then running northeast to a prominent point of land on the
western shore of Long Island, then running west to a red painted post at the end of Wallace Shore

Road Extension.

4. Dingley Island (Harpswell): inside and north of a line beginning at the end of Dingley Island Road,
then running northeast to the south tip of the easternmost prominence of a small unnamed cove.

B. Effective immediately, because of pollution, it shall be unlawful to dig, take or possess any clams,
quahogs, oysters or mussels taken from the shores, flats and waters of the following areas:

1. Lower Dam Cove (West Bath): south of a line starting at a red painted post located on the shore at
the end of Whistler's Cove Road and running due east to a red painted post on the eastern shore
of Dam Cove, AND inside and east of a line beginning at the north side of the mouth of Dam Cove;
then running southwest to the south side of the mouth of Dam Cove. This area is classified
restricted and requires a special MDMR permit.

2. The New Meadows River: inside and shoreward of a line beginning at the south side of the mouth
of Dam Cove (West Bath), then running southwest to the south tip of Merritt Is, then running



northeast to the southernmost tip of the Sabino Landing Cove. This area is classified restricted
and requires a special MDMR permit.

3. The New Meadows River (Phippsburg): inside and shoreward of a line beginning at the tip of the
most eastern a point of land on Brightwater, then running due north to the most southeastern tip of
Hen Island, then due east to a red painted post perpendicular to the end of Samuel’s Landing
Road. This area is classified restricted and requires a special MDMR permit.
