Section 3-F
Solid Waste Disposal Plan
During construction, the general contractor will be responsible for installation and maintenance of dumpsters for construction debris.  Private contractors will haul these dumpsters to MDEP-approved transfer facilities or licensed solid waste facilities.  No significant amount of solid waste is anticipated during construction.  

Waste concrete will be incorporated into the sub-base for the proposed roadway and turbine pads.  Concrete truck washdown will be contained and not allowed to flow to waters of the state prior to appropriate treatment.

The total volume of organic debris will depend on the total area to be cleared for construction access roads, turbine pads, and any project structures.  It is estimated preliminarily that this project may create about 40,000 cubic yards of solid waste from land clearing.  Much of this material will be reused on-site.  Grubbings will be stockpiled and used to revegetate the shoulders of the road once the construction phase is completed.  Only a 16-foot wide road is proposed to remain once construction is completed.  

In areas of fill around the turbine pads where trees need to be removed, stumps may be left in place and filled over to avoid unnecessary ground disturbance and minimize waste disposal of the grindings.  Any woody vegetation that has commercial value may be sold.  However, no specific harvesting for sale of timber is being proposed.  Other stump grindings will be used to make erosion control mix berms, which will be used to augment or substitute for fabric silt fencing.  Ultimately, some stumps and other organic debris may need to be disposed of.  This will be done in a single stump dump constructed in an upland area selected by Evergreen or its contractor in coordination with the landowner.  Any proposed stump dump will have a footprint area of less than 1 acre to avoid the necessity for State of Maine solid waste permitting.

The only area of anticipated ongoing solid waste generation will be the operations and maintenance building.  Evergreen will contract with a local waste hauling company to place a dumpster at the O&M building/substation site for periodic pickup.  The total waste removed from the site is estimated to be less than 10 cubic yards per month.

Attached as an Appendix to this section is a letter from Pine Tree Waste, Inc. stating that they are prepared to transport and dispose of the construction and domestic wastes generated during and after project construction.
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
