Title, Right, and Interest
The documents evidencing Evergreen’s right, title and interest in the land necessary for development of the Stetson Wind Project are included as Exhibit E.  Those documents include (i) a letter from Jeffrey Selser at Verrill Dana to Ms. Spencer Famous at the Land Use Regulation Commission (the “Verrill Dana letter”); (ii) a redacted copy of the Land Lease Agreement between Evergreen and Lakeville Shores, Inc. (“Lakeville”) and First Amendment to the Land Lease Agreement; (iii) the deeds evidencing Lakeville’s ownership in T8R3 and T8R4; and (iv) the Reciprocal Road Use Agreement between Lakeville and John Hancock Mutual Life Insurance Company governing access from the South.

Planned Development Subdistrict Rezoning Area:  As set forth in the deeds included as Exhibits B and C‑2 to the Verrill Dana letter, Lakeville owns in fee portions of T8R3 and T8R4, including but not limited to the land that is proposed for rezoning.  Pursuant to the Land Lease Agreement included as Exhibit A to the Verrill Dana letter, Evergreen has leased from Lakeville the rights to install and maintain the proposed wind turbine generators and towers and related equipment, facilities, infrastructure and substructures in the proposed rezone area.  See Sections 1 and 6 of Land Lease Agreement and Section 1 of First Amendment to Land Lease Agreement, attached as Exhibit A to the Verrill Dana letter.  

Access to the Planned Development Subdistrict Zone:  Access to the Planned Development Subdistrict rezone area is available from the north along State Route 169, which directly abuts the proposed rezoning area.  Access to the Planned Development Subdistrict rezone area is also available from the south along Iron Bridge Road and Loop Road in Kossuth Township, off of State Route 6.  Those two roads connect State Route 6 with Tar Ridge Road in T8R3.  Lakeville is a party to a Reciprocal Road Use Agreement (the “Road Use Agreement”) with John Hancock Mutual Life Insurance Company, attached as Exhibit D to the Verrill Dana letter, which authorizes use of Iron Bridge Road and Loop Road for ingress and egress.  Pursuant to the First Amendment to the Land Lease Agreement included as Exhibit A to the Verrill Dana letter, Lakeville has leased access rights for Iron Bridge Road and Loop Road to Evergreen, including the portions of Iron Bridge Road and Loop Road that are located in Kossuth Township.  In addition, as part of the Land Lease Agreement and First Amendment to the Land Lease Agreement, Lakeville has leased to Evergreen the right to utilize and expand any existing access roads within T8R3 and T8R4, including but not limited to Iron Bridge Road, Loop Road, Atlas Road, and Tar Ridge Road, as well as the right to construct new access roads within T8R3 and T8R4 that may be necessary to construct or maintain the Project.  See Section 6.1 of the Land Lease Agreement and Section 1 of the First Amendment to Land Lease Agreement.

Transmission Lines outside the Planned Development Subdistrict Zone:  In addition to the access rights described above, Lakeville has leased to Evergreen the right to construct, install and maintain transmission lines in T8R3 and T8R4 that may be necessary for the Project.  See Section 6 of the Land Lease Agreement and Section 1 of the First Amendment to Land Lease Agreement.
