Post-Construction Environmental Monitoring and Mitigation
Once the turbines are constructed and the facility is operational, road widths will be reduced and most disturbed areas will be seeded and mulched as needed, and allowed to revegetate.  Erosion and sedimentation control structures will be maintained until vegetative cover is established.

Impacts to avian and other wildlife communities are expected to be minimal, as indicated by past studies of operating wind projects as well as site-specific surveys of wildlife activity.  UPC Wind will continue to coordinate with LURC and MDIFW staff to determine the extent and type of any avian or other wildlife impact monitoring that may be appropriate to conduct during operations.  A plan for any proposed monitoring will be developed in consultation with LURC and MDIFW staff and submitted as part of the final development application.
