Section 3-W
Post-Construction Site Management Plan
During the construction phase of the project, the general contractor will be responsible for site management and maintenance of roads and facilities.

Following completion of construction activities, Evergreen will assume responsibility for monitoring and maintenance of roads and facilities associated with the project.  Disturbed areas will be seeded and mulched or otherwise managed for slope stabilization, as explained in the erosion and sedimentation control plan.  A 50-foot radius area around each turbine foundation pad and a 16-foot travel lane on the proposed gravel ridgeline and spur roads will be permanently maintained as unvegetated parts of the project.  Other cleared areas, including the shoulders of the proposed access, ridgeline and spur roads, will be seeded and mulched and allowed to revegetate.  Following completion of construction activities, temporary structures spanning wetlands or streams will be removed.

Site access will be restricted by gates at either end of the ridgeline road.  These gates will not interfere with ongoing forestry activities.
Activities and facilities at the site will be monitored both remotely and by on-site personnel.  Turbines, overhead electrical systems, the substation, and the operations and maintenance building will be visually inspected once a month.  The turbines will receive a detailed annual inspection of all components and undergo regular maintenance in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations.  These inspections and maintenance procedures will be conducted by technicians trained in the design of the General Electric 1.5MW sle turbine.
Overhead electrical collector system inspections will focus on ensuring adequate vegetation clearances and integrity of poles, insulators and guy wires.  Any trees that threaten the collection system will be removed, and vegetation will be managed on a five year cycle to ensure adequate clearance below the lines.
Evergreen will enter into a maintenance agreement with an excavation contractor to provide any services necessary to maintain stormwater and erosion control structures.  All ditches, culverts and drainages for roads and access ways will be inspected and repaired as necessary after heavy rain events, and spring runoff each year.  Maintenance and inspection logs will be maintained and kept at the O&M building.
