Violette 
is also beginning to develop educational programs such as guided talks and volunteer 
service days. 
 
 

Marti Blair of Cape Elizabeth, ME is serving 900 hours 
with the BP&L’s Easement Monitoring program in 
Augusta.  Blair holds a degree in Sociology from the 
University of Pennsylvania, a degree in Education from 
the University of Southern Maine, and currently attends 
the University of Maine at Orono where she is pursuing 
a degree in Parks, Recreation & Tourism. 
 
Blair will be spending her term of service monitoring 
conservation easements (when landowners grant 
conservation easements on their property when they 
want that land to be preserved and free from additional 

The Department of Conservation holds easements on land varying from 
large forest tracts to small offshore islands and lakes and ponds.  Blair is helping to 
monitor these easements to ensure that the terms of the easement agreement are being 
met and that the land remains protected.  So far, she has monitored a large pond 
shorefront easement by kayak, a wooded parcel on foot, and an offshore island easement 
by wading out at low tide.

developing public policy, to attend the GJGJ conference and learn and share with the 
other attendees. 
 
I was amazed and inspired by the focus on collaboration and the diversity of people and 
ideas at the GJGJ Conference. People from the Labor and Environmental movements 
were committed to the concept of jobs that are both good and green—jobs that pay a fair 
wage, are safe for workers, and help sustain a healthy environment. Thankfully, the 
messages at the conference were not all about the recession or the BP spill and resulting 
crisis in the Gulf. Success stories of reopening closed factories with a sustainable energy 
product were shared and celebrated, and brought a sense of hope to conversations about 
the challenging issues being addressed at the GJGJ conference.  
 
There were so many interesting workshops and speakers at GJGJ!  Highlights included 
hearing Nancy Pelosi and John Kerry speak and attending the Youth in the Great 
Outdoors: Laying the Foundation for Green Careers Panel. The panel was moderated by 
Dr. Cheryl Charles of the Children and Nature Network and included speakers from the 
Sierra Club, the Corps Network, the U.S. Department of the Interior, and the coordinator 
of the Natural Leaders Network, Juan Martinez. The panel dug into the challenges of 
preparing young people for Green jobs in a society where children are increasingly 
disconnected from nature. Juan Martinez spoke passionately about what the Natural 
Leaders Network and like-minded folks are doing to get kids outside and encourage 
outdoor play and learning. The panelists were in agreement that the ways that people 
interact with the outdoor world influences the value they place on stewardship and the 
environment, and will help shape the green economy of tomorrow.

What initially drew you to the MCC? 
I was in my graduate program at Antioch and looking for a second practicum in the 
Environmental Studies/Education track, and I knew I wanted to move to Maine.  I was 
able to use my MCC term of service as a practicum, get paid, get credit, then I finished 
my program of study, and then I got my education award! 
 
What was your favorite part about serving with the MCC? 
The education award, health insurance, the idea of national service and serving in 
AmeriCorps, plus I had the time of my life and got to travel all around the state.  As a 
DEP watershed educator, I got a first-rate education in watershed ecology and water 
quality issues.  Working with the DEP also provided opportunities to attend trainings and 
conferences, and provided an incredible amount of networking. 
 
What was your favorite project/place you served? 
My main purpose was to provide education on watersheds and fresh water ecosystems to 
schools throughout central Maine.  I used a variety of methods including a watershed 
model to teach students about everyday pollution, organizing “lake days” which are 
multi-station educational events for students at their local lake, and managing Watershed 
Protection Grants which provide funding to teachers and their classes for student-driven 
and hands-on action projects that help protect water quality within their watershed. 
 
How did your time with the MCC affect your career/life path?

The Wells NERR is also looking for help with the conducting and assessment of fish 
communities in the Saco River Estuary, in Saco/Biddeford, ME. Wells NERR staff, UNE 
students, and volunteers will catch fish using fyke nets over the course of two weeks in 
June & July. June dates are the 21st-24th. Fish will be weighed and measured, identified 
by species, and released.
