Directions:
From the SOUTH:
Interstate 95 is the primary travel route from southern points. Take exit 302 off I-95, the Houlton/Presque Isle exit, and continue north on U.S. Route 1. The campus is on your left as you enter Presque Isle, 40 miles north of Houlton.
From the NORTH and WEST:
If crossing the border, at Edmundston / Madawaska or St-Léonard / Van Buren, proceed south on U.S. Route 1 into Presque Isle. Continue on Route 1 through the downtown area and the University will be up the hill on your right.
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The session will take place in the Allagash Room (rm. 204).  The Allagash Room is located in the Campus Center building.

Directions:

To reach Scarborough High School:

From the North: Travel south on I-295 from Portland. Take Exit 2 for Scarborough. Travel South on Route 1 for approximately 1 mile. Cross over the intersection with Route 114 (Mobil gas on one corner and Amato's on the other) and take your next right by the Scarborough Municipal Building. The school parking lot is down this road on your right.

From the South: Traveling north on the Maine Turnpike (I-95), take Exit 42 and travel straight through the light. Continue on Haigais Parkway until you come to Route 1. Turn left onto Route 1. After less than one mile turn left onto Sawyer Road. The access road to the High School will be on your right. Look for Memorial Park and enter on your right. Travel straight past the park to access the main parking lot. Competition athletic fields will be on your left beyond the parking lot.

From the West: Traveling east on Route 114, the Mitchell Athletic Complex at Scarborough High School will be on your right before you reach the High School itself. To access the building, drive past the school and turn right onto Route 1 South. Turn right at the next light and follow the driveway past the Scarborough Municipal Building. The High School parking lot will be on your right.
