Over the next two years, the bureau will attempt to resolve remaining questions about existing public rights of access to and on the Kennebec Highlands. These rights will affect our ability to manage access to and use of the property. At the end of two years, we will propose a final management plan for the full 15-year period. The Advisory Committee will remain active over the two years to review reports from the bureau and assist in development of the final plan. Advisory Committee meetings will be open to the public, and a public meeting and a full comment period will be provided for the final plan. Meeting notices and minutes and plan documents will be posted on the bureau’s website.
