MDOC Staff Recognized for Excellence 

Two outstanding MDOC employees have been honored for their work in supporting the department’s mission. 
 
Agnieszka “Aga” Pinette, senior planner with the Land Use Regulation Commission, was named 2009 MDOC Employee of 
the Year, particularly for her four-year work on the Moosehead Region concept plan. 

 
Scott Thompson, park manager at Aroostook State Park in Presque Isle, was named 
recipient of the 2009 William Twarog Manager of the Year Award for his community 
efforts on behalf of the park. 
 
Both were honored for their service recently by Gov. John E. Baldacci at the Blaine 
House in Augusta. 
 

Pinette, who has a Bachelor of Science degree in environmental earth science (cum 
laude) from Dartmouth College, started at LURC in 1999 working in the Greenville 
office as a project analyst for the Permitting and Compliance Division. She was 
promoted in 2001 to senior planner in Augusta, where she participates in the agency's 
planning activities.  

 
Pinette led the staff review of the largest project in the agency's history - a concept plan for more than 400,000 acres in the 
Moosehead Lake area. In addition, she has done much of the agency's website design and implemented the agency's 
centralized database and GIS. 
 
Thompson, who has a Bachelor of Science degree in leisure and recreation management 
from the University of Maine at Presque Isle, first joined the BPL in 1991 as a 
receptionist at Aroostook State Park. He served as a park ranger starting in March 1997 
and then as acting park manager until September 2008 when he was promoted into his 
current position.  
 

Thompson was honored for his significant efforts to involve the community in 
opportunities offered by park. They include organizing events such as a birding festival 
and a Haunted Halloween Walk in the park. The park manager also was recognized for 
his enthusiasm, initiative and hard work. 
 
Forest Service Calls for Biomass Project Applications 
 
The Maine Forest Service (MFS) is requesting applications for biomass heat and energy installation projects for 
funding through federal recovery-act monies. Some 15 shovel-ready projects from public institutions, including 
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schools, hospitals, and state, county, local and tribal government agencies, will be funded with $11.4 million in 
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) funds received by the state of Maine. 
 
ARRA is providing the state of Maine with economic stimulus funds for job creation and renewable energy. The 
MDOC has been designated by the USDA Forest Service to receive that portion of funding for which Maine is 
eligible. 
 
The biomass project applications must be submitted by Tuesday, Jan. 5, 2010. The proposals must come from 
public institutions, rather than vendors, and must meet two basic criteria: the wood-to-energy projects must be 
shovel ready, and they must create or retain jobs.

Dr. Bob Marvinney, Maine state geologist, is chairing the statewide task 
force that is working to find an offshore demonstration site to test wind 
technology. Dan Prichard, director of the Bureau of Parks and Lands 
Submerged Lands program, is a member of the same task force. Both 
are working with staff from other state agencies and the University of 
Maine to meet a Dec. 15 deadline to identify at least one offshore site in 
state waters where industry might test wind technology.  
 
The Ocean Energy website, which is linked from the MDOC main web 
page, now features an interactive map to help the public review the 
proposed demonstration sites. The map outlines the planning areas off 
the coast of Maine, the draft demonstration sites and other important features, such as avian nesting areas, 
shipwrecks and coastal obstructions. 
 
The Ocean Energy website also has an online comment form that accepts comments on the sites. The comments go 
directly to task force members for review and consideration.

Trail Section Opens in Machias 
 
The first segment of the Calais Branch Rail Corridor Rehabilitation and Down East 
Sunrise Trail was opened last month in Machias with a ceremony attended by 
MDOC Commissioner Patrick McGowan, MDOT Commissioner David Cole and 
State Sen. Kevin Raye (R-Washington County). This 32-mile section of multi-use 
trail -- complete with a compacted gravel surface, improved drainage and new 
bridges -- stretches from Route 1 in Machias to Ayers Junction in Pembroke.  

This is the first section of the full 85-mile long, multi-use Down East Sunrise Trail 
to open. Rehabilitation on the remainder of the rail corridor is continuing, with the 
full length of the trail expected to open next summer. 

The multi-use trail addition is expected to enhance economic and recreational 
benefits to Washington and Hancock counties, similar to what has happened along 
other rail trails in Central and Northern Maine. Some of the economic benefits 
include increased visits by tourists to area attractions, increased hotel and motel 
occupancy and more visits to local restaurants and support businesses, such as 
convenience stores and gas stations. 

MDOC will manage and maintain the trail and corridor.

BPL Recommends Recreation Grants 
 
BPL has recommended that one school and four municipal outdoor-recreation projects be funded at $133,213 by a 
federal grants program. The funds will be used to improve and upgrade several types of recreational facilities 
around the state. Final approval for the projects’ funding is expected in February. 
 
A total of $133, 213 has been approved for the local entities under the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund 
Program. The program is administered annually by BPL for outdoor recreation projects for all towns, school 
districts and Indian tribal governments. The grants match up to 50 percent of local funding. The projects are:  
 

·  $25,000 for the Town of Pittsfield for the renovation of Hawthorne Park, a community park. 
Improvements include upgrading of the baseball field and the basketball court; 

·  $20,000 for the Town of Farmington for the rehabilitation of two tennis courts at Hippach Field; 
·  $30,213 for SAD 41-Brownville to replace an outdated school playground at Brownville Elementary 

School;  
·  $33,000 for the Town of Lovell for the renovation of two tennis courts; 
·  $25,000 for the Town of Alfred for a school playground at the Alfred Elementary School. 

 
The federal funds for the awards come from off-shore leases. The grant recommendations now go to the National 
Parks Service for final authorization, expected by February. For more information on the program, contact the

BPL Acquires Land for Rangeley Lake State Park 

BPL has acquired more than one half-mile of shoreline on Rangeley Lake as part of a recent acquisition of land for 
Rangeley Lake State Park, located in the town of Rangeley. 

The 29-acre parcel, acquired at a price of $595,000, previously had been surrounded by the state park land and 
now is a part of a continuously protected shoreline. Funding for the acquisition came through the Land for Maine’s 

Future Program. 

Rangeley Lake State Park, located in the beautiful western-mountain 
vacation region of Maine, consists of 898 acres on 10-square mile 
Rangeley Lake. After years of negotiations, the 29-acre parcel was 
acquired early 2009 by the Rangeley Lakes Heritage Trust at BPL’s 
urging. BPL acquired the parcel at its appraised value. 

The parcel – including portions of Black Point and South Bog on the 
shores of Rangeley Lake – includes sensitive wildlife habitat. The parcel 

is 200 feet from an eagle’s nest in the park which fledged chicks in 2004. 

In total, state and RLHT conservation lands on Rangeley Lake now include 4 
miles of continuously conserved lake frontage and 1,800 acres of contiguous park and conservation lands, 
including public reserve lands. The conserved shore frontage and state park camping is a key part of the Northern 
Forest Canoe Trail, created nine years ago, Stearns noted. The paddling trail now runs from New York state 
through Vermont, Quebec, and New Hampshire to Maine passing through Rangeley.

Parks, Historic Sites See Attendance Increase  
 
Maine residents and visitors took to Maine’s state parks and historic sites with a passion this past season, 
according to year-to-date figures released by BPL. Sixty days of rain this summer failed to dampen enthusiasm for 
day use and overnight camping at the state’s 47 parks and historic sites. Attendance to date has increased by an 
unexpected 6.7 percent over last year’s attendance figures.

Day-use at the state parks and historic sites has increased by a significant 7.4 percent, or 138,745 more visitors, 
through October over last year. Despite the bad weather, overnight camping stays at the 12 state parks that have 
campgrounds to date have increased by 1 percent, or about 2,000 more visits, over last year’s figures. BPL counts 
show that through October, there were 2,022,070 visits to the Maine state parks and historic sites. 

 
Final year-end figures for camping, day-use and combined use will be available in January. 
 
Camping figures this year show that some 221,536 overnights took place at the 12 state campgrounds, 1 percent 
more than last year’s to-date figure of 219,417. 
 
The season started in April with very strong park attendance and high sales of park passes, but the subsequent 
rainy weather kept visitors away. Attendance through late July, August and into the fall months, however, picked 
up considerably when weather improved. In fact, all state park reservable campsites were completely filled for 
several weekends in row in August.

Maine’s Leadership Role in Forestry BMPs Highlighted in National Report 
 
The National Council for Air and Stream Improvement (NCASI) recently published a compendium of forestry best 

management practices for controlling non-point source pollution in North America 
(http://www.ncasi.org/publications/Detail.aspx?id=3204).  Maine’s efforts in the development of and 
testing the Northeastern Area Association of State Foresters/U.S. Forest Service BMP Monitoring 
Protocol, now considered the standard in the Northeast, are noted, as are Maine’s use of BMP monitoring 
to focus training efforts, satisfy reporting requirements, and respond to criticism of forest management.   
 
Maine clearly stands out from other states in its efforts.  Quotes from the report include: 

 
“... [M]any states in the region are reluctant to direct scarce resources to monitoring implementation and 
effectiveness of forestry BMPs. Maine and West Virginia are notable exceptions”. 
 
“Among the northeastern states, West Virginia and Maine have made the largest investments in monitoring 
implementation of forestry BMPs.  Other states in the region have decided to allocate scarce resources to other 
priorities for various reasons.  Most states in this region indicate on their 305(b) Assessment Reports to EPA that 
forestry is a minor contributor to water quality impairment.  Several states in the region have regulatory programs 
that they believe provide adequate assurance that BMPs are being implemented.” 
 
Maine currently is completing its fifth year of Forestry BMP monitoring.  Reports from 2005-2008 are available

Skidder Bridge Loan Program a Success 
 
The Maine Forest Service (MFS) loaner skidder bridges have become a hot item in the Franklin County area.  As word is 
getting around, especially among the cable skidder operators, calls have been coming in with requests to borrow them, and 
folks are on a waiting list. 
 
Under the loan program, bridges are loaned for a maximum of three months unless other arrangements have been made. The 
logging contractor using the loaner bridge is responsible for water quality protection and all regulatory compliance, and must 
use best management practices appropriate to the site conditions will be used in bridge installation, use and removal. The 



   

logging contractor also must allow the Maine Forest Service to inspect and document bridge installation. 
 
 District Forester Patty Cormier has assisted three loggers so far with placement of the bridges.  The loggers and landowners 
have appreciated the “package” deal of the bridges along with assistance from MFS. With word getting out of their 
availability, the loggers are helping each other with transporting them to and from sites where they are being used.

Students Learn About Forestry and Maine’s Forest  Industry 
 
Two lucky groups of southern Maine students recently got to learn about forestry and Maine’s forest industry.  An 
ecology class from Lisbon High School saw a “Roots to Retail” demonstration at Higmos Logging and Lumber in 
Brunswick.  

 
The kids spent the morning in the woods with MFS District Forester 
Ken Canfield and the Higmos crew. They learned how foresters decide 
which trees to grow and which to cut, how loggers and foresters plan 
and carry out timber harvests to protect soil, water, the residual stand of 
trees, and wildlife habitat, and how loggers and foresters maximize the 
utilization of harvested trees.  
 
The Higmos crew felled and skidded a few trees and loaded them on 
their truck. Everyone then headed up to Higmo’s circular sawmill to see 
the logs turned into lumber – roots to retail. The Higmos crew donated 

the lumber sawed that day for construction of a raised bed vegetable 
garden at the high school.  
 
The Higmos demonstrations also continued into a second day. MFS 

Forester Peter Lammert helped out at "Sawmill Day," where participants watched a small band saw turn logs into 
lumber. Sawmill operator Ross Clair of Chesterville demonstrated how a thin kerf band saw could produce more 
lumber than a circular saw from the same size log.  Lammert demonstrated log bucking and grading and board 
grading.  Lammert's demonstrations help landowners, loggers, and foresters understand the importance of sizing up 
each tree individually and maximizing the value one gets from a harvest. 
 
The following day, a group of 60 third-graders from Monmouth’s Henry L. Cottrell Elementary School had a 
similar experience at the Kennebec Land Trust’s Curtis Homestead Conservation Area.  KLT has begun the 
process of managing the forests on that parcel by having a forest management plan written by a licensed forester. 
The plan calls for thinning a small white pine stand. 
 
KLT invited the third-graders to come learn about that process.  Canfield and logger Nat Bell took the kids into the 
woods to learn about trees and logging. KLT hopes more students and schools will come in the future. 

Sculpture Installed at Lamoine State Park 
 
The first of the sculptures from the 2009 Schoodic International Sculpture Symposium was 
installed Wednesday, Nov. 11, at Lamoine State Park. Sculptor Roland Mayer of Germany 
worked at Schoodic Point for six weeks this summer to make this large, granite piece of art, 
made up of three large pieces. The sculpture is called “Dialogue.”

Forest Rangers Take Part in Statewide Emergency Management Exercise 
 
Several Maine forest rangers on Thursday, Oct. 29, worked with emergency management officials at the state and 

county level, testing the state’s emergency operations center capabilities and 
communications. 
 
The functional exercise, simulating an ice storm like that of 1998, was led by the 
Maine Emergency Management Agency and included more than a dozen other 
state and county emergency management agencies. The 24-hour exercise 
simulated widespread power, telephone and Internet outages. 

During the drill, the agencies tested their backup power and communications 
systems to be prepared if there is a real emergency. They also worked to 

determine how to staff their operations over an extended activation period.   

MFS forest rangers, who have extensive knowledge in incident management, 
helped to create incident action plans for the event at various county emergency 
operations centers, or EOC’s, as well as provided critical staffing assistance to the 

county emergency management agencies.  
 
 “The assistance that the forest rangers provided was invaluable,” Robert Higgins, Somerset County emergency 
management director, said. “They are a great asset to be able to turn to in a crisis situation.”  

Along with helping to staff numerous other EOCs across Maine, forest rangers were involved in monitoring status 
updates using MEMA’s computerized situational awareness incident tracking system. The MFS Mobile Command 
Vehicle (MCV) also was mobilized in order to test its capabilities in providing an alternative EOC location and to 
boost emergency communications when conventional methods fail. The MCV was set up in a remote location in 
Washington County and provided a vital communications link between state, 
county and municipal agencies��

Forest Protection Supports Survey Efforts 
 
The MFS Forest Protection Division’s MCV was deployed this month to 
Edmunds Township in Washington County in support of the Maine Marine 
Patrol, U.S. Coast Guard and National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration’s Hydrographic Survey Team as they searched Cobscook Bay 
for evidence related to two sunken fishing vessels. The two vessels went down 
in the vicinity of Leighton Point.

NOAA's survey team took high-end ocean survey equipment to the area in an attempt to locate the wreckage and 
remains associated with the accidents and to help determine the cause of the two sinkings.  
 
The MCV was set up at the Edmunds Township boat landing, and the MFS Forest Protection Division provided an 
incident command post with internet capability. Personnel created incident documents, including maps, 
communications plan, etc., and provided a radio network for the agencies in cooperation on this mission.
