Examples:


If a family of 2 earns $19,205 annually, this family WOULD MEET Free eligibility Status since the annual family income is less than $20,826.  





If a family of 4 earns $56,555 annually, this family WOULD NOT MEET Free or Reduced eligibility Status since the annual family income is in excess of $44,955.  
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
