4th grader







Joe has used the support center for two breaks, plus after lunch and for dismissal most of the year.  He has his own cubby and uses it daily.  He has been appropriate except when he is with Bob.  He then is full of gore and bombs, death and generally inappropriate language.  It is a marked change when they are together.  Though he often goes in that direction, he can be reminded and he stops when Bob is not around. 


He is usually pacing and building with legos or sometimes on the computer. Any issues in the center were around the language he used, and threatening gestures, which he did not perceive as threatening.

Zane      second year K   


Zane comes into the support center twice a day for a bounce on the trampoline or to roll on the balls.  He often shoots a few baskets at the end of his break.

Camden   2nd grade


Camden is in need of a lot of attention.   He picks up on emotional cues and will be heightened by them.  There is little problem in the SSC.  However he is almost daily sent here because of work to be completed.  He has a hard time attending to work and needs re-instruction often.  Camden has been in the SSC every day for 2 to 4 breaks.  On occasion he will skip his breaks if things are going well in the classroom.  He has had two days where he has turned the room upside down in a very controlled and deliberate way.  Dismissed each day from SSC.

Mike      3rd  grade 
Mike has come to the SSC for an energy break most days for the second half of the year.  He would often come with Alex and used the balls and trampoline in a very appropriate way.  He seemed to know what he needed.  Alex was a distraction, but Mike still did what he needed to regulate himself.  He does not like to come alone, and on occasion will bring another friend.

Joshua   3rd   grade

Josh transitioned into the Primary school mid year.  He uses the SSC for breaks and to calm down when agitated.  He enjoys legos, playdough and the exercise area.  Most of all he enjoys talking and sharing with whoever is in the room. 

Julie   3rd  grade

Julie began to come at the beginning of the year.  She seemed to need a place that was quiet and undemanding.  She is not very tolerant of others. Her time was usually spent drawing painting or with playdough.  She particularly enjoyed the colored water mixing or crafts.  I think the breaks were sometimes work avoidance.  Keeping Farrah’s spirits and motivation up, were primary to coming up for breaks.  Her classroom had some challenging students and at times they were hard for her to deal with.  She was dismissed each day from SSC.

Sarah   1st  grade


Sarah came to the SSC each day for morning snack and a break in the afternoon.  On occasion she had work she was sent here to do.  This was not a problem she did it with little ado.  She enjoyed coloring or resting in the box.  Sarah also requested a cubby. TLC goes a long way with Sarah.  She was also dismissed from SSC the second half of the year.

Sean  1st  grade


Sean used the center several times a day from December on.  He began coming for breaks and snack but eventually was doing work here. Sean needs constant redirection and guidance to complete work.  He is good natured about it, but I think he finds it very hard to attend long enough to follow through on assignments.  He requires frequent breaks and lots of encouragement.  On breaks he is interested in, and needs physical movement, then will get into whatever other children are doing.  He often touches or plays with others toys without asking first.  He is apologetic but his impulse control is challenge. Sean had his own cubby and also was dismissed from SSC.

Bob     3rd  grade


Bob used SSC a lot this year.  He had his own cubby for belongings and used it daily.  The first half of the year he had two breaks scheduled and others as needed.  He was not easy to have with other students, so the scheduled breaks began to happen in a Sp.Ed. room.  He still came to the center several times a day for other issues, to vent, get gum and for dismissal. Bob’s inappropriate language and body, needed constant supervision.  He used a lot of toilet talk and sexual innuendos.  I’m not sure the SSC center was a help to his behavior, but it was a place to give some classroom relief when he was out of control.  Lunch became a hard time for Bob and his peers, as a result he choose to eat in the center each day, this worked out well and again gave both the class and Bob a respite.  Dismissal was particularly difficult as the year went on and he often had to sit down, away from the other students. 

Brittany    4th grade


Brittany came to the center each day to take a snack back to her classroom and for dismissal.  There were occasions when she was upset that she would come to de-stress and talk about a problem.  In general she used the center less this year but knew it was here when she needed it.  This was a much different year for Brittany, she has grown a lot.

Zack    1st  grade


Zack began having some exercise breaks mid year.  He uses them well seeming to know what his body needs.  He also has snack in the SSC.  

Keith  3rd  grade


Keith began to come to the SSC in April.  He was put on a plan of two breaks a day, a check in morning break, and an afternoon break.  In the afternoon he could earn extra time on his break by doing classroom work and cooperating with the teacher.  This had some success and I will encourage it for next year.

Kyle  1st grade


Kyle had two scheduled breaks each day to just settle.  He used the time well and often just wanted to talk.  His teacher reported that it made quite a difference.

John   2nd  grade


John used the SSC daily; he had his own cubby, and used the SSC for a home base. This was his place to go when he was unsettled and needed space.  We often talked and he was able to come to a better place, and return to the classroom.  He would have lunch here once or twice a week to have a break from all the confusion in the cafeteria.  He really enjoyed this and could bring a friend with him, to show them the center.  He was proud of his place here.

Andrew  4th  grade


I did not see Andrew as much as last year but he was dismissed from SSC each day.  It remained an important connection for him.

Charlie    1st grade


Charlie came each day for two bounce breaks. His teacher notices this works well to help him relax.  He used his time talking, bouncing on a ball or jumping on the trampoline.  In general Charlie was aware of his needs and sought out the movement he needed to regulate himself.

Kristin 4th grade


Kristin came each day in the afternoon to have a snack and kind of get away from all the classroom activity.  It was a settling time for her and her teacher reported that it really helped.  We made a good connection and talked a lot together.

Timmy   2nd grade


Timmy began each day in the SSC, he had his own cubby and left his things here each day.  In the spring he began branching out more, and going to Sp. Ed. or his classroom. Timmy does not like the cafeteria and had lunch in SSC once or twice a week most of the year. He loved the legos, color mixing or reading.  He is curious and likes science activities.  He would often attempt to play with others, but he had trouble connecting with his peers. 

Timmy would have difficulties with transition;  this could escalate into an episode needing other intervention.  He was dismissed each day from SSC.

Donald    3rd grade


Donald used the center after a major accident causing a head injury.  Initially he had breaks, lunch and recess in SSC. Donald eventually was having just breaks, until it appeared he was using them for work avoidance.  This time period was over several months.  He too was one that interaction with Bob was not workable.  He often was the cause and it was determined that Donald would no longer have regular breaks in the SSC.

Luke  1st  grade


Luke’s use of the SSC was bathroom oriented.  He had an issue using the classroom bathroom. He came here several times a day and I checked the bathroom afterward. This was a good way to make sure he was not out of the classroom for too long of a time.

Daniel    K 


Daniel was often non-compliant and the SSC was a resource to remove him from the classroom, and help him with compliance.  This took a significant amount of time.  He moved in December of 2010.

Summary:

As of today June 9, 2011 there are 21 students who have been seen often or every day in the SSC since September 2010.  There are 33 who have been to the center at least once.  Of these students, most came at least 3 times and some more often.  This is a total of 54 students who have received services from the Student Support Center this school year.
