Positive Behavior Interventions and Support (PBIS)

Overview of PBIS

PBIS is a framework for providing a continuum of evidence-based behavioral practices for improving important academic and behavioral outcomes for all students.   

Outcomes from implementing PBIS:
Data gathered in schools across the United States shows significant positive outcomes including:
· Reduced office discipline referrals.
· Decreased use of reactive, punishment-based consequences including suspension.
· More time spent on academic instruction and less time spent addressing misbehavior.
· Efficient and effective use of limited resources.
· Improved school climate.

What makes PBIS different from other behavior programs?
· PBIS is not a behavioral program. Rather it is a problem-solving process that involves all school personnel and encourages participation by parents/caregivers. 
· PBIS has evolved through many years of research that is ongoing.
· PBIS utilizes research-based practices to create learning environments that support academic engagement and social development, effective instructional methods, and positive feedback.

How does PBIS intersect with Response to Intervention (RtI)?
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Supports the use of PBIS as a three-tiered approach consistent with recommended RtI practices.
· Provides a systemic approach that matches the level of intervention and support to student needs.
· Links academic and behavioral interventions.
· Uses data to solve problems and make decisions.
· Incorporates universal screening and continuous progress monitoring.
