[bookmark: _GoBack]COORDINATED EARLY INTERVENING SERVICES (CEIS) (34 CFR 300.202)
Voluntary CEIS Services 34 CFR 300.226
IDEA Part B grants permit sub-recipients to expend a portion of grant funds on services for students who do not have an IEP.  Districts may set aside up to 15% of the IDEA Part B allocation for CEIS services.  
LEAs that seek to reduce their local maintenance of effort and use some of their Part B funds for early intervening services must be aware of the interconnectedness of these two provisions.  LEAs identified as not eligible for voluntary CEIS may not take MOE reductions. Mandatory Set Aside for CEIS Services 34 CFR300.646
If significant disproportionality based on race or ethnicity occurs with respect to identification of children with disabilities, the LEA shall be required to reserve the maximum amount of funds available for CEIS (i.e., 15% of the IDEA-B allocation) These set aside funds shall be reserved to serve those groups that were over identified
Data Collection and Reporting  
Reporting requirements for CEIS (34 CFR 300.226(d) require that LEAs report to the State on the number of children who received CEIS and who subsequently received special education and related services during the preceding two-year period (i.e. the two years after the child has received CEIS.)  For a child who received CEIS during the 2015-16 school year, data will be reported for 2017-18. The same rule applies to children impacted by the professional development available with the CEIS provision. For mandatory set aside for CEIS services the SEA must also report policies, practices and procedures for each LEA found with significant disproportionality. 
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
