Chapter 8:
SLOT MACHINE LOCATION AND HOURS OF OPERATION

§1.
All slot machines located at a Slot Machine Operator’s premises shall be placed as follows:

A.
Slot machines must be located in an area which is at all times monitored by the Slot Machine Operator, manager or an employee of the licensed operator to prevent access or play of slot machines by persons under the age of twenty-one (21). A person 18 to 20 years of age may be present if that person is a licensed employee pursuant to 8 M.R.S.A. §1015.

B. Initial locations for slot machines within the slot machine facility must be approved by the Board. Any changes thereto shall require prior approval of the Board.

C.
Any relocation of slot machines within the slot machine facility requires prior approval by the Board.

D.
The slot machine location shall be continuously monitored through the use of a closed circuit television system capable of digitally recording activity for a continuous twenty-four hour period.

E. The licensed operator shall submit for Board approval a floor plan of the area or areas where slot machines are to be operated showing machine locations and security camera mount locations consistent with any rule.

F.
No ATM or cash advance machine will be located on the gaming floor. For the purposes of this rule, the gaming floor will include that area from which people under 21 can be excluded and perimeters of which will be shown on the Uniform Location Agreement.

§2.
The hours available for slot machine operation are:

A. Monday – Saturday: 8:00 AM to 4:00 AM (Sunday).

B. Sunday: 12:00 Noon to 4:00 AM (Monday)

C. The slot machine facility will close at 12:00 a.m. on Christmas Day and reopen at the prescribed time on December 26th. The slot machine facility will be closed on Easter.

D. Security personnel shall be present during all hours of operation at each slot machine facility consistent with the Slot Machine Operator’s Security Plan as approved by the Board.
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
