REVIEW OF THE 2/18/10 MINUTES
Motion: Rich McCarthy motioned to accept the minutes as presented.
Seconded: Mike Pullen
Vote: Unanimous with two abstentions
FINANCIAL UPDATE – Dick Dolby
As of this date, there is $215, 792.65 in the commercial plans FMO surcharge account. A transfer of monies was made from us, to State Planning, (from PUC) to pay for the trainer position.
DIRECTOR UPDATE – Dick Dolby
Dick advised the Board that he had been working with Richard Taylor, from the FMO, about the rule-making process. Richard was very helpful with information about the procedure. He suggested to Dick, that if something is already covered in the initial law, it doesn’t have to be re-stated in the code i.e. Third-party inspector provisions. A lot therefore has been taken out of the previous draft of the Chapter 1 which was reviewed at our last meeting. 
Chapter 1 Review
Suggestion made to add in the seven parts of Statute 9725, pg 7 to Chapter 1. Noted.

Section 101 – from 2009 IBC – add into Chapter 1, the statement from 9725. Noted.

Dick D advised that the webinar on energy he listened to last week, advised that as of 2012, they will be pulling out the chapter on Energy from the IRC. 

(*Mechanical/Ventilation TAG to be enacted to discuss the reference to IMC in MUBEC. Note – should 405.3 be deleted as a conflict to IECC?) 

IECC – add in ASHRAE 62.2 reference. Noted. 
What shall Chapter 1 be called? Preamble? Introduction? Clarify in this chapter, “jurisdiction” as “municipality” where appropriate. Definition of Building Thermal Envelop should be the same as the IECC 2.02. Noted. 

Chapter 11 – 1101.2 – IRC compliance – remove “either” and “meeting the requirements of this chapter.”

Take out the tables also. 

*Continue having on each Agenda – IRC continued discussion.

We have to have the Rule adopted by June 1, but rulemaking can happen afterwards, according to Rich.

Any feedback from TAGS needs to be in by May 1st. 

BRED COMMITTEE UPDATE – Commissioner Jordan
